Indefinite Articles 

Don't put a or an before uncountable nouns: 

 I don't like milk. 

 Silence is golden. 

 We're having soup for lunch. 

 The indefinite articles are: a and an. 

o We use a before a consonant-sound. 

o We use an before a vowel-sound. 

 The difference depends on the sound of the vowels and 

consonants, not the spelling. 
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
